Scope of work

The EAP will aim to carry out the following tasks in the intersessional period 2024-2025:

a.
to check and agree the 2023 data (part A of the report) including plastics, microplastics and nanomaterials reporting;

b.
to check and agree the multi annual data (part B), including plastics, microplastics and nanomaterials results; 

c
to draft and review the Ireland and the Netherlands country assessments reports for 2018-2023 on Discharges, Spills and Emissions from Offshore Installations; 

d.
to assess and where possible review the RBA data collection and presentation in relation to the Part A and Part B report; and
e.
to continue to extend cooperation between the RSC and OIC EAP Convenors and Task Managers.

The EAP will correspond and / or meet as considered necessary and report its conclusions to OIC 2025.
